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There are four main programs at the EFC Women’s Commission: 
 
I. Networking: 
 
 - Women’s Conference: About 250 women leaders from all over Cambodia 
attend the conference each year. They share, learn and discuss the lessons together. Some 
of them have been a great help to the church and could conduct their own women’s 
conference in their province. They are mobilizing the churches throughout Cambodia 
with the pastors and church leaders. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
  

- Women’s Network: Staff and volunteers from EFCWC started to attend 
women’s Bible study groups in churches in Phnom Penh.  We hope this encourages and 
strengthens them. We aim to help them to establish roles for each of the women in these 
groups. 
 - Monthly Training: Women from churches in Phnom Penh meet together, pray, 
share with one another, hear God’s Word as well as receive a lesson on the topic of health 
and hygiene. 
 
II. Leadership Development: 
 
 - Deborah Training: 30 key leaders were trained on the topic “Women of 
Purpose”. This training commenced in March, 2007. Another seminar was given in 
October 2007, followed by the final seminar in May 2008.

We aim to continue this Deborah Seminar in the provinces through key leaders that 
previously participated in the seminar. 
 
 - Holistic Leadership Seminar: Pastors, leaders and women were motivated to 
think on holistic church development. 
 
III. Family Development: 
 
 - Provincial Seminar: Pastors, leaders and women of families learnt about good 
relationships within the family and the church community. 
 - Leader’s Families’ Seminar: The goal of this seminar was to encourage the 
church leader’s families to be good role models within their churches and in the 
surrounding communities. 
 - Counseling Seminar and Service: The women were encouraged to heal 
themselves and be able to give assistance to others. 
 - Widow Seminar: Widows were challenged to stand firm as Christians in 
leading, providing and caring for their families because God really cares for them. 
 - Pastor’s Wives: Learnt how to support their husband in serving the church and 
reaching out to the community with the good news of Jesus Christ. 
 
IV. Social Program: 
 
 - Visitation and Gifts Distribution: the staff and volunteers at EFCWC visited 
young children at schools in the provinces and children at some hospitals in Phnom Penh.
